Job Spidering
EMPLOYERS WITH HIRING NEEDS: Wouldn't it be great if you didn't have to wonder if your job postings were reaching
the best individuals for the position you're locking to fill? What if you didn't have to choose from online job posting
sites such as Careerlink, Monster, Indeed, Craigslist, Linkedin, CarerBuilder, and more?

The Center for Workforce Information & Analysis recently took advantage of their ability to aggregate data and is now
providing a free service to job seekers. Incredibly, job seekers can visit btp(fhwww paworkstats state pa uz) which is
the agency’s website and there they will find a link for job spidering. The job spidering tool allows users to do a varety
of things including quick and advanced job searches, job search by employer and by education. Search criteria allow
users to be as broad or specific in their efforts to find postings. Further, when a user hits on a position that is of
interest, often the user can apply right online.

This spidering tool will not only take jobs listed from major online job posting sites, but also private, state, government
and corporate sites that have online postings. As an experiment, | ran a quick search for 25 miles within the 16365 zip
code without specifying keywords. The result? 228 jobs. There can be duplicates and some junk postings. However, in
looking at the actual posts, junk does not appear to be a problem. Duplications are a little more difficult to determine.

Employers can take certain steps that will ensure their posts are included in the search results by doing a couple of
things. First, it is highly recommended that you post your openings with the CareerLink. If you haven't been to see the
newly renovated location, make it a prierity and visit with Melanie Foster, the Careerlink supervisor. You can stop by
any time or call 814-723-2350 extension 2008 When you post jobs with the Careerlink, you are automatically
satisfying state hiring requirements, it is free and services are available that will help you filter your applicants even
further including requiring the applicants to go to the physical CareerLink location to complete screenings for you,
saving you time and money. Another opportunity to take advantage of this free tool and allow it to grab your job
postings is by making sure that you have your jobs posted on your own corporate website. Some prefer to do their job
search through print medium, so it is still recommmended that you start or continue to use those sowrces as well.

This product is in its infancy, but it won't take long for the spidering to continue to find more and more job postings
making it effortless for employers to reach a skilled workforce. Going hand in hand with such opportunities is the
ability for the Warren County Chamber of Business & Industry to assist your efforts at recruitment by providing
relocation packets. The Young Professionals also offers community tours to candidates and their spouses.
